As well as this, we also
acknowledge the amazing external achievements of our students — of which
there are so many! —via our impressive social media accounts each week. Of
course, teachers also deserve recognition for their fantastic service to our
school and for this reason we have introduced our Golden Apples strategy
whereby students can write postcards to teachers in order to show their
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gratitude for the high-quality education they provide.

We have also made progress with plans relating to parent experience. As well as
tightening up our safeguarding processes — and thank you once again to
everyone for their support with this important matter — we have very intentionally
remodeled our parent café area with the recent launch of our (Parenthesis)
Coffee Shop. In Straits International School Rawang, parents are VIPs and you
should feel like you are entering somewhere where you are valued and respected
whenever you enter our campus.
