Pinyin and Strokes

Through learning pinyin, students can
understand the vowels and consonants of
Chinese and realize that Chinese has four
tones.

In pinyin, students can confidently and accurately
pronounce the characters they learn using the four
tones, while also understanding that each tone can
change the meaning of the character. In terms of
strokes, students can improve their ability to write
Chinese characters and understand that there is an
order to writing Chinese characters.
