The children completed the unit of multiplication
and division by multiplying three numbers, as

well as conducting some maths investigations to
review grouping and sharing methods for

division. After Christmas, we will have a second
unit on multiplication and division.

In English, Year 4 planned and started to write
their own persuasive texts. We have tried to

maintain a cross-curricular link, so their topic is
a new chocolate bar.

Our IPC unit continued with children learning
about the slave trade and its involvement in

cocoa production. They were introduced to fair
trade and the positive benefits for farmers.

Year 1

This week in IEYC, children embraced their
creativity by exploring colors, textures, and

natural materials, crafting unique art pieces and
picture frames while practicing mindfulness
through breathing exercises. In Math, they

honed their rhythm by singing refrains,
sequenced daily routines to build logical
thinking, and created stunning art-based

arrangements to enhance spatial awareness.
Literacy activities included tracing the word

"Little Pea," labeling fun drawings of peas and
candy, and crafting pea-themed art to blend

creativity with language skills. In Phonics,
children practiced the sounds “ck,” “ss,” “ff,”

and “ll,” improving pronunciation and
recognition through engaging activities. It’s

been a week of fun-filled learning!

Year 1 has had a fun week full of
learning. 

In math students have continued
learning place value within 20, with a
focus in understanding ten and ones. 

In English the class has continued with
rhyming and learning words that rhyme. 

In IPC the students have worked
through their different arts tasks by

creating their own greeting cards and
discussing body art in celebrations.

 In English, we have been continuing to write
and edit our Myth and Legend stories! We have

learnt how to use direct speech and write a
build up paragraph. 

In Maths, we have been learning all about using
equal groups in multiplication, arrays, multiples

of 2 and multiples of 5 and 10. 

In IPC, 3H have been learning all about the
geographical features of Rawang and the world

beyond. Whilst 3A were practicing for their
class assembly all about the Phases of

Learning. 

Year 3

What have we been learning this week

This week, the children explored the fictional story
 I Like Myself. They created and labeled self-portraits,
wrote words matching letter sounds, and composed

heartfelt messages for their future selves.
In Maths, we focused on shapes with four sides. The

children identified and named these shapes, combined
them creatively, and searched for examples in their

surroundings.
For IEYC,  we discussed personal care and safety. The

children learned the importance of handwashing,
practiced road safety, explored friendship.

Our EY Family Fun Day was a huge success—thank you,
parents, for your wonderful support!

Math - We learned about lines of symmetry before
sorting 2D shapes. We also learned more about 3D

shapes, counting their faces and edges.
English -  recap of time conjunctions, this time using it to
write instructions. Next,  introduced the children to more

conjunctions: when, if, that, because.
Finally, we learned to use commas to separate items in a

list.
IPC - The students  conducted a scientific experiment
throughout the week, from planning  to recording and

interpreting the results. .



This week, our music lessons focused on assessing students'
progress across different activities. EY students continued using

shakers, emphasizing starting and stopping on cue and
maintaining the correct speed. To enhance their experience, we

introduced a few untuned percussion instruments, assessing
their ability to follow audio cues and play in time with songs.

Nursery students followed video-guided activities, while
Reception students responded to audio instructions,

demonstrating their ability to play accurately. KS1 students
were assessed on their understanding of the treble clef, musical

notation, rhythm patterns, ostinato, and Kodály hand signs
through practical applications. KS2 students focused on writing
tonic triads and rhythmic dictation, showcasing their ability to

listen attentively and notate rhythms accurately. These
assessments provided valuable insights into students’ musical

growth and will inform future lesson planning.

This week in EY, students worked on
activities to improve their agility, balance
and coordination in preparation for their
upcoming assessment. In KS1, students

practiced their throwing skills in athletics,
getting ready for their assessment.

In KS2, students focused on to improve
their body balances during the fitness unit

and concentrated on games situation in
the badminton unit.

   For IPC this week, Y6 continued the research
on the growth and development of a child from
the time they were born.  They also created a

poster each depicting the 6 stages of human life.
We also learned and understood about

fertilization process and puberty(session with
Ms. Nicola) In English,  Y6 completed their Big

Write for Argumentative writing. They have also
started their informal debates (2 vs 2) for a

balanced argument  For reading, we continue
with our book ,titled, The Borrowers and we will
move on to Chapter 7 & 8 with comprehension
questions .For math, we  are using Fractions B

WRM , covering division, using fractions.

In IPC, students explore forces by experimenting with
potential and kinetic energy using elastic bands,

researching simple machines to create infographic
posters, and designing fairground games at home

incorporating simple machines. We’re excited to see
and use their creative designs in class! We are

coming to the end of our diary writing unit in English
and it has been wonderful to read the children’s

drafts of their diaries. They have shown great
progress including, using clear paragraphs to

structure their writing and writing in an informal
style, as well as considering the mood and tone they
want to convey - from fearful, to bored, to whimsical

and excited. There are some fantastic budding writers
in Year 5 and we are looking forward to making our

final edits and improvements before we publish
these.
